ASK (ak.a The On-Ramp)

TELL (aka. The Freeway)

* | share this idea of cleaning up for guests because | think we see a similar thing happening in to-
day’s Gospel story.

* But instead of cleaning rooms and homes, John the Baptist is telling the people in today’s story to
clean up their lives.
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* And the reason John tells the people to clean up their lives is to make room for two very important
guests.

* The first guest they are making room in their lives for is Jesus.
* And we see who the second guest is once Jesus is baptized.
* When Jesus is baptized in today’s story, we hear that he then receives God’s Holy Spirit.

SHARE the Good News (ak.a. The Destination)
e With God’s Holy Spirit in his life, Jesus then goes out and shares the gifts of the Holy Spirit, like

God’s healing love, forgiveness and mercy.

* He also invites people to follow him and learn how to do the same thing — how to make room in their
lives for God’s Holy Spirit.

* And then we see how those disciples eventually do learn to receive God’s Holy spirit and are able
to share the same gifts as Jesus did with others, including God’s love, healing, forgiveness, and joy.

¢ The same is true for us.

* \We too can make room in our lives for Jesus — which then allows us to learn from Jesus how to
make room in our lives to receive God’s Holy Spirit.

* And when we do, then we too can share the gifts of God’s Holy Spirit with the people around us.

¢ Just like Jesus did.
