Questions of the Week 

 

Week 1:  In the story that we’re reading this Sunday, Nicodemus, a Pharisee, is 

curious about Jesus, so he goes to talk to him.  What’s something that you are 

curious about and would like to know more about? 

 

Week 2:  In the story that we’re reading this Sunday, Jesus tells Nicodemus that 

the Holy Spirit is like the wind and that we are to let it move us.   What’s your 

favorite thing about the wind?   

 

Week 3:  In the story that we’re reading this Sunday, Jesus tells Nicodemus that 

in order to pay attention to God in the same way Jesus does, Nicodemus has to 

start over (be born again).  Can you think of something that you’ve had to start 

over with and re-do?  What was it?  Did you do better the next time?
